To see the accounting codes, you’ll have to drag the Shorthand Code from the “Free Characteristics” up to the “Rows” over on the left of the report.  Then the accounting code should show up.

I’ve attached instructions for printing the payroll reports and creating variants to save your format.  When you enter the search parameters, try searching by Cost Center AR5409* and it will pull all of my  Cheyenne’s accounts at once.  When I ran the report like that, I was able to see the 250, 998, 284, 966, 910, and all other soft fund accounts.   Just substitute your 4 digit location code into query.  For other locations,  just put the AR then your 4 digit location code in with the “*”.
Attached are instructions on how to change the payroll reports in FMMI to show two decimal places for the number of hours worked.
