Accounting for Suitability and Security Clearance Investigations
Issue:  Accounting for Suitability and Security Clearance Investigations.  There have been instances where the Area Offices, Locations and ARS Ops have not received enough information to enter an obligation for Suitability and Security Clearance Investigations in FMMI or in CATS.  HRD/Personnel Security Staff (PSS) has requested the billing information from OPM and USDA Personnel and Documentation Security Division (PDSD); however OPM and PDSD have not been able to provide the data.  
HRD/PSS will continue to work with OPM and PDSD.  Until we can receive the necessary data from OPM, the following process will be adopted:
Low Risk/Non-Critical Public Trust Suitability Investigations :   HRD/PSS will continue to provide the Investigation Schedule Notice to ARS Ops and the AO.
*These investigations are renewed every ten years.
Moderate/High Risk Level Public Trust and Security Clearances:  HRD/PSS completes an AD-1187 when an investigation is submitted to OPM for PDSD.  HRD/PSS will now also forward a copy of the completed form to ARS Ops (attention Regina Delay) and the appropriate Administrative Officer.
*These investigations are renewed every five years.  
ARS Ops will use the AD-1187 to input a commitment into FMMI.  The AO will forward the AD-1187 to Financial Technician for input into CATS.  
Attached is a copy of an AD-1187 as well as the current pricing for Suitability and Security Clearance Investigations.
