SUPER USER ROLE:

CPAIS_HQ_MGR – Assumes all RPA/RPM/Generic roles, as needed, to perform responsibilities.  Limited number of access privileges for this role in the Department (and one per agency).

REAL PROPERTY ACCOUNTING ROLES:

RPA_STREAM_MGR - Allows user to create or update current-year adjustment transactions using the Value_stream screen.  Assumes RPA_DISPOSAL_MGR role, as needed, to perform responsibilities.  Limited number of access privileges for this role by agency.

RPA_DISPOSAL_MGR - Allows user to create or update subledger accounts, and create write-off transactions for disposed assets using the Value stream screen.  Assumes RPA_LOCAL_MGR role, as needed, to perform responsibilities.  Access privileges are defined at a management level and within limits.

RPA_LOCAL_MGR - Provides access to create and maintain subledgers, and set developments status.  Access privileges are defined at an operational level and within limits.

REAL PROPERTY MANAGEMENT ROLES:

RPM_LEASE_MGR - Assumes RPM_PROPERTY_MGR role, and allows user create/update/delete access to lease records and authority to issue GSA OA bill adjustments. Usually property manager is assigned this role.

RPM_PROPERTY_MGR - Allows create/update/delete assets and link them to GSA sites.  This role can be assigned to facility engineer, fiscal manager or property manager.

RPM_WK_ITEM_MGR - Allows user to enter and update deferred maintenance work items and facility master plan.  This role can be assigned to facility engineer, fiscal manager or property manager.

RPM_OCCUPANCY_MGR - Allows user to enter occupancy information for their property or the co-location property managed by other agencies.

RPM_COLOCATION_MGR - Allows user to manage the co-location agreements.

FFIS ROLES:

ONLINE TESTING - This role allows the user to test the FFIS enhancements related to CPAIS.  The user can add general ledger post type records to the GLPT table, create projects and link projects to Unique Asset Identifiers and GLPT.  

SCAN ONLY – Allows the user to view transactions sent to FFIS via the CPAIS to FFIS interface.
